
The ABPI Code of Practice for the Pharmaceutical Industry sets standards for the promotion of 
medicines for prescribing to health professionals and the provision of information to the public 
about prescription only medicines.  Publicity is the main sanction when breaches of the Code are 
ruled.  The latest case in which a company is publicly reprimanded is highlighted below.

Chiesi has breached the ABPI Code of Practice for the Pharmaceutical Industry and in addition 
it has been publicly reprimanded.

Chiesi – Case AUTH/2618/7/13
For making a misleading and unsubstantiated claim about Fostair, Chiesi was ruled in breach of the following 
clauses of the Code:
Clause 7.2	 - 	 Making a misleading claim.
Clause 7.4	 - 	 Making an unsubstantiated claim.

The Code of Practice Panel reported the company to the Code of Practice Appeal Board for providing 
inaccurate information.  The Appeal Board considered that this was completely unacceptable and it publicly 
reprimanded Chiesi.
